While we are investigating the alleged disruption, you are not allowed to fly on
any commercial airlines in the United States. You may not make “charitable donations”
in the names of any FAA-registered airlines. You may not ask airlines for favors. And,
of course, it should go without saying that you may not apply to work at any airline.

All of your frequent flyer mile counts will be reset to @.

We understand that you have a deep and personal interest in the air travel
industry. Please understand that this decision is just as emotional for us as it is for you.
Our constituent air carriers would undoubtedly love to see you return to your days as a
frequent-though courteous and well-contained—air traveler. We stand united behind
them as an Aviation Administration in hopes that your suspension will foster continued
progress towards a safe and commercially marketable air travel industry.

We received your letter dated January 24, in which you acknowledge that
it was indeed you who made a call from the PCS phone registered in your name,
FCC ID #8150582422, through the Sunnyvale exchange and SJC NSX bandroute at
9:18 pm on the evening of November 9 2003. Also, while not explicitly stated, your
acknowledgment of the phone call, coupled with the report filed by our agents, can be
interpreted as a tacit confession that you did, in fact, put profanity into your cell phone
on the evening of November 9.

The Federal Communications Commission does not sympathize with your
argument that 9:18 pm falls within the free nights and weekend plan you had arranged
with Sprint Wireless. An agreement between a private individual and a licensed
corporation may certainly not supersede federal statutes. Particularly not when those
statutes are overlapping, explicit, and intended to keep profanity off the airwaves.

Public indecency is a violation of the founding principles of this Commission,
even when it is electronic.

You can consider this the last letter you will receive before prosecution.
